If she was aware that any patrons had no place to go on a holiday,
they were invited to the Flynn home to join her family. She was also known to
give away a few meals from time to time in their establishment. She always
put others before herself and could find good in everybody.

Oregon; Michael Flynn, Ft. Walton Beach, FL; and Thomas Flynn, Jr.,
Bloomington, IL; two daughters: Rosalie Clark and Ann (Tom) Richmond,
Brodhead; 15 grandchildren; 21 great-grandchildren; one great-great
grandchild; one sister-in-law, Sis Drew, Janesville; and one brother-in-law, Jim
Flynn, Janesville; and several nieces and nephews.

daughter-in-law, Rena; four brothers and sisters-in-law: Jim (Margaret), Tom
